DECISION: Approved with the following conditions:

The following conditions must be obtained within three years of the date of this decision. Please
note that this decision and time limit pertains to conditional autherization for the subject land
use only and failure to comply with all conditions will result in the revocation of this permit. This
Final Decision includes the following conditions and the findings as described.

1. The applicants shall obtain and finalize all necessary Yakima County Public Services: Building
& Fire Safety Division permits for the proposed building. Please contact the Building & Fire
Safety Division at (509)574-2300.

2. The applicants shall obtain a Road Approach Permit (RAP) from the Yakima County
Transportation Division for the access onto Campbell Road. The fact that the road approach

application is in conjunction with a CUP must be disclosed by the applicant at the time of
application.

The applicants shall ensure that all exterior lighting installed meets the requirements as outlined
in YCC 19.10.040(10) and YCC 19.22.070(5).

As the site will cover approximately 5-6 acres, a stormwater site plan shall be submitted to and
approved by the Water Resources Division prior to construction.

The applicants shall install a minimum six-foot wide planting area of Standard A Open Area
Landscaping along the frontages of Campbell Road and West Wapato Road, as outlined under
Finding 8 and in YCC 19.21.030(2)(b)(i)(A). If a fence is provided, landscaping must be placed
on the exterior (street side) of the fence. This required sitescreening may be located along the
perimeter of the development project area.

Along the property perimeters that are not beside a street frontage, the applicants shall install a 3’
wide Standard C: Visual Screen in accordance with Finding 8 and YCC Table 19.21-1. This
required sitescreening may be located along the perimeter of the development project area.

All other developed portions of the project area not covered by structures, hard surfaces, or other
prescribed plantings shall be planted in Standard A open area landscaping; provided the total
maximum required sitescreening and landscaping is 15% of the development project area (YCC
19.21.03002)(d)).

The applicants shall submit a sitescreening and landscaping plan depicting the location, height,
size, and type of all plantings and fences required by YCC 19.21. All sitescreening and
landscaping shall be installed prior to occupancy or commencement of use (YCC 19.21.020(4)).

The applicants shall install 136 paved parking spaces that are marked by durable painted lines at
least four inches wide, in accordance with YCC 19.22.070(4) and Table 19.22-3. All parking
required shall be in place prior to occupancy or commencement of use (YCC 19.22.030).

The applicant is required to build the parking lot, driveway, and travel way to the standards
outlined in YCC 19.22.070 and shall comply with the access and circulation requirements of YCC
19.22.080. All parking areas shall comply with applicable local, state, and federal standards
regarding accessible parking for disable persons (YCC 19.22.050 and RCW 19.27.031.5).

The applicants shall submit a parking site plan showing that all parking is in conformance with
the requirements of YCC 19.22.

The applicants shall provide documentation from the Yakima Health District showing that the
water system has been approved.

The applicants shall establish a community septic system in accordance with Yakima Health
District regulations. The applicants shall provide documentation from the Yakima Health District
showing that the community septic system has been approved.

A covenant is required that commits the current and future property owners to connect to a
regional sewer system and an area-wide public water system, if both are not provided, within 12
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15.

months of the system being located adjacent to the subject property. This covenant must be signed
before a notary and submitted to the Planning Division, along with the appropriate recording fees
and full legal description of the parcel.

The owners, their grantees and assignees in interest will abide by the terms of YCC 16B.07.050
- Compliance, Extension, Expiration and Reinstatement attached to this decision. The applicant
shall complete all required conditions, submit documentation that all conditions were met and
request County inspection or review to determine that the requirements have been fulfilled within
the timeframe specified in the decision and any authorized extensions.

The following are ongoing conditions that apply to the project for the life of the permitted use.
Failure at any time to comply with these conditions can result in the revocation of this permit.

The project shall be completed in conformance with the project description and site plan submitted
with the application referenced as file number CUP2017-00004/SEP2017-00001. Any changes
may require a modification to this authorization. If changes are planned in the future, please
contact the Yakima County Public Services Department: Planning Division at (509)574-2300 for
assistance with the permitting process.

The only approach allowed for the subject parcel will be off of Campbell Road. No access onto
West Wapato Road is allowed at this time.

The applicants shall ensure that a vision clearance triangle as described in YCC 19.10.040(7)(b)
is maintained at the access point onto Campbell Road.

The applicants shall ensure that any fencing instailed in the future meets the requirements as
outlined below and in YCC 19.10.040.

The owner or lessee of the required parking area shall maintain the paved surface, drainage
facilities, landscaping and irrigation facilities in conformance with the standards of YCC
19.22.070, and the approved site plan.

Stormwater must be retained on site and upland drainage, if any, must be conveyed through the
property in accordance with criteria found at YCC 12.10.130. A Washington State Department of
Ecology Construction Stormwater Permit may be required. A U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency Construction Stormwater Permit may be required.

Based upon information supplied by the applicant and a review of the Yakima County Comprehensive
Plan (Plan 2015) and Yakima County Code Title 19 (the Unified Land Development Code), the
Administrator enters the following:

FINDINGS AND ANALYSIS

Location:
941 Campbell Road. The subject parcel is located on the northeast corner of the intersection of
Campbell Road and West Wapato Road, about ¥4 of a mile west of the city of Wapato, WA.

1.
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Project Description:

2.

The applicants are proposing to construct a new 9,600 sf worship center with associated parking
and driveways. There will be 1 full time employee (the pastor) and 4 part time employees. Services
will be held on Wednesday, Friday, and Sunday, though the church will be open as long as a
member of the church is present. The largest expected attendance is around the holidays, with
about 300 people. The seating capacity will be 426 seats, 398 seats for the sanctuary and 28 for
the stage. There are 136 paved parking spaces proposed and two driveway approaches (one onto
West Wapato Road and one onto Campbell Road). No signs and no new fencing are proposed at
this time. Outdoor lighting will be installed for the parking lot and around the building. A new
well and a new septic system are proposed for domestic water and sewage disposal.

Zoning and Land Use:

3.

Pursuant to the Yakima County Unified Land Development Code, Title 19, the subject parcels are
within the Single-Family Residential (R-1) zoning district. The intent of the R-1 zoning district is
to, in part, “preserve existing residential neighborhoods for detached single-family dwellings free
from other uses, except those which are compatible with and serve the residents of this district”
(YCC 19.12.010(1)(c)).

In accordance with the Yakima County Comprehensive Plan (Plan 2015), the property is
designated Urban Public and is within the Urban Growth Area for the city of Wapato. The intent
of the Urban category is to implement the Growth Management Act planning goal related to urban
growth, which is to “encourage development in urban areas where adequate public facilities and
services exist or can be provided in an efficient manner” (Plan 2015). The Plan 2015 goal that
applies to the proposed worship center is as follows:

GOAL LU-U 6: Encourage development of neighborhoods which support a high quality of life.

The subject parcel is 16.42 acres in size and currently contains an 80 sf pump house and a 100 sf
storage shed. A majority of the surrounding parcels are also within the R-1 zoning district and are
either vacant or contain residential uses. Parcels to the west are within the Local Business District
(B-2) and contain residential uses and a communication tower,

Jurisdiction and Process:

4.

This proposal is being reviewed as a church or place of worship. According to YCC 19.01.070(3),
a church or place of worship is defined as: '

“a structure or group of structures that by design and construction are primarily used for
organized religious services and instruction.”

According to YCC Table 19.14-1, churches are considered a Type 2 use in the R-1 zoning district.
Type 2 uses are generally allowed uses that must be reviewed by the Administrative Official and
may be conditioned to ensure compatibility and compliance with the zoning district and the
comprehensive plan, Plan 2015 (YCC 19.30.030(2)).

Environmental Review:

5.

According to the Yakima County Critical Areas maps, there are no critical areas currently located
on the subject property. In regards to a SEPA review, YCC 16.04.100 establishes flexible
thresholds for categorical exemptions from the State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA). A
maximum of 12,000 sf, with associated parking facilities designed for a maximum of forty
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automobiles, is allowed for new construction of office, school, commercial, recreational, service, or
storage buildings (YCC 16.04.100(3)).

Staff Finding: The Environmental & Natural Resources Section provided the following comment:

“No CAQ review required. SEPA required due to 230 parking spaces and submitted as part
of application. Note: Both parts of [the following SEPA] exemption (sq. ft. and parking
spaces) must be met or below threshold in order to qualify.”

“YCC 16.04.100(3)(a) A maximum of 12,000 square feet of gross floor area, and with
associated parking facilities designed for a maximum of forty (40) automobiles for projects
located in all Zoning Districts within Urban Growth Areas.”

As there are no Critical Areas on the property, the Reviewing Official will not require a Critical
Areas review for this proposal. In regards to the SEPA environmental review, there are over 40
parking spaces proposed for the new 9,600 sf church therefore an environmental review was
required. An environmental checklist for the church was submitted under file SEP2017-00001 and
a Final Determination of Non-Significance is issued in conjunction with this decision. For
questions related to SEPA review, please contact the Environmental & Natural Resources Section

at (509)574-2300.

Notice of Application:

6.

This proposal is being reviewed under the Type 2 review process which may generate public
interest and therefore requires public notice, according to YCC 16B.03.030(1)(b). After the
application was submitted, an internal notice of project review was emailed to representatives of
the Transportation Division, the Building and Fire Safety Division, the Environmental and Natural
Resources Planning Section, the Water Resources Division, the Utilities Division, the Right-of-
Way Division, and the Yakima Health District on January 17, 2017. Internal comments were
received from the Environmental and Natural Resources Planning Section, the Transportation
Division, the Water Resources Division, and the Building Division and are addressed under
Findings 5, 7(c), 7(e), and 7(1). Copies of the internal comments are attached for further detail.

Once the application was determined complete, a combined Notice of Application, Notice of
Completeness, and Notice of Environmental Review were mailed to property owners within 300
feet of the property and to agencies having jurisdiction or interest in the proposal on March 8,
2017, with the comment period ending March 22, 2017. One agency comment was received and
is as follows:

a. Washington State Department of Ecology: The Department of Ecology commented that there
was a good possibility that there were wetlands on-site, based on aerial photography. It was
recommended that a wetland delineation be done. A copy of the comment letter is attached
for further detail.

Staff Finding: Based on the Yakima County Critical Areas maps, there are no critical areas
on the subject parcel. Public Services records show that a grading permit was submitted under
file GRD2015-00004 in 2015. The site was used for training purposes for Job Corps crews to
clear trees and scrub, as well as level a portion of the property. This permit was considered
exempt at the time. After discussing Ecology’s comment with the Environmental and Natural
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Resources section, it was determined that no additional reviews are needed at this time due
to the grading permit and the fact that it was considered exempt at the time.

Development Standards:

7. The development standards that generally apply for the type of project being proposed are as
follows: '

a.

Conformity with All Regulations Required: (YCC 19.10.040(1)) “Any development,
structure or part shall conform to all of the regulations specified in this Title for the situation
and zoning district in which they are located in order to be authorized, erected, constructed,
reconstructed, moved or structurally altered.”

Staff Finding: The proposed church will conform to all of the applicable regulations of Title
19 and the Single-Family (R-1) zoning district, provided the above conditions are met.

Yards, Lots, Open Space and Off-Street Parking and Loading Spaces: (YCC
19.10.040(2)(a)(iii)) “Minimum yard size is defined by required setbacks, plus any open space
requirements.”

Staff Finding: As proposed, the new church will not reduce the minimum yard size as required
by setbacks.

Access Required: (YCC 19.10.040(3)) “All new development shall have a minimum of 20
feet of lot frontage upon a public road or be served by an access easement conforming to the
dimensional requirements of Sections 19.23.040 and 19.23.050 to provide for access to the
development. The approach location shall be reviewed by the County Engineer for compliance
with YCC Chapter 10.08. Approach connections to other public roads are subject to review
by the applicable agency. Verification of legal access and a valid road approach permit shall
be required prior to final approval of any permit granted under this Title.”

Staff Finding: The applicants are proposing to have one access onto Campbell Road and one
access onto West Wapato Road. The Yakima County Transportation Division provided the
fellowing comments:

“Per title 10.08.020 and 19.10.040 (3) the applicant shall obtain a Road Approach Permit
(RAP) from the Yakima County Transportation Division for any access to the county
roadway system. The fact that said road approach application is in conjunction with a
CUP must be disclosed by the applicant at the time of application. No future build permits
can be issued without the completion and approval of a Road Approach Permit.”

“Based on the location of the property in relation to the public roadway system, the size of
the proposed structure and the projected occupancy number only a single access approach
to Campbell Rd. will be permitted. However, if the applicant chooses, the access to
Campbell Rd. will be permitted wide enough to accommodate an additional turn lane to
help congestion during peak traffic flows.”

Based on these comments, the only approach allowed for the parcel will be off of Campbell
Road. The applicants will be required to obtain a Road Approach Permit (RAP) from the
Transportation Division for this Campbell Road access. For information regarding road
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approach permits, please contact the Yakima County Transportation Division at (509)574-
2300.

d. Land Uses: (YCC 19.10.040(4)) “Uses allowed within a zoning district are listed as
permitted, administrative or conditional uses in the Allowable Land Use Table 19.14-1 within
Chapter 19.14.”

Staff Finding: According to Table 19.14-1 Allowable Land Uses, a church or place of worship
is considered a Type 2 use in the R-1 zoning district. This proposed church is therefore being
reviewed under the Type 2 process.

¢. Building Permits Required: (YCC 19.10.040(5)) “No building or other structure shall be
erected, moved, added to or structurally altered without a permit issued by the Building
Official under RCW 19.27 and YCC Title 13. No building permit shall be issued, except in
conformity with this Title.”

Staff Finding: The Building and Fire Safety Division provided the following comments:

“For an A-3 Occupancy [place of worship] (15IBC, §.303.4), with an occupant load over
300 people, an automatic fire sprinkler system throughout the entire building is required
(15IBC, 5.903.2.1.3). In addition to automatic sprinkler systems, fire flow for the building
is required (151FC, Table Bl05.1) and all applicable exterior fire related code

requirements.”

The applicants will be required to obtain and finalize any necessary permits for the proposed
church. For more information on building and fire code permits, please contact the Building
and Fire Safety Division at (509)574-2300.

f. Setbacks, Easements and Right-of-Way: (YCC 19.10.040(6) & Table 19.12.010-2) West
Wapato Road is considered a major collector road and Campbell Road is considered a minor
road. Collector roads require a twenty-five (25) foot from planned edge of right-of-way or
easement building setback in the R-1 zoning district. Buildings and structures in the R-1
zoning district also have a five (5) foot interior side setback and a fifteen (15) foot rear setback
from property lines.

Staff Finding: The proposed church does not appear to encroach on the required road or
property line setbacks.

g. Vision Clearance Triangles at Intersections and Driveways: (YCC 19.10.040(7)(b)) “A
vision clearance triangle shall be maintained at all driveways and curbcuts, and the
intersection of an alley with a public street for vision and safety purposes. The vision clearance
triangle shall measure 15 feet along the perpendicular street curb lines or pavement edge, or
travel lane of the public street and 15 feet along the driveway or alley, as illustrated in Figure
19.10.040-2. The third side of the triangle shall be a straight line connecting the 15 foot sides
described above. No sign or associated landscaping shall be placed within this triangle so as
to materially impede vision between the heights of two and one-half and ten feet above the
centerline grade of the streets.”
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Staff Finding: The applicants shall ensure that a vision clearance triangle as described in
YCC 19.10.040(7)(b} is maintained at the access point onto Campbell Road.

h. Maximum Building Height and Lot Coverage: (YCC 19.10.040(8)(a) & Table 19.12.010-
2) Building height is considered to be the vertical distance from grade plane to the average
height of the highest roof surface. The maximum building height is intended to maintain
building and structure heights that are compatible with the character and intent of the zoning
district. Lot coverage is the percentage of the area of a lot covered by buildings, accessory
structures, or other impervious surfaces. According to Table 19.12.010-2, the maximum
building height in the R-1 zoning district is 35° and the maximum lot coverage is 60%.

Staff Finding: This proposal will result in a 16.42 acre parcel that contains a 9,600 sf
structure and 136 asphalt parking spaces with associated drives. The submitted SEPA
indicates that less than 20% of the lot will be covered in impervious surfaces. The application
material also states that the building will be 24’ to 27°-4” in height. As proposed, the
development will not exceed the maximum building height or the maximum lot coverage.

i. Fences, Walls and Recreational Screens: (YCC 19.10.040(9)) The provisions of YCC
19.10.040(9) “. . . shall govern the location and height of fences and walls, to allow access to
properties by utility employees and emergency response personnel and to maintain good
appearance of residential areas and visual access along residential streets and between lots.”

Staff Finding: The applicants are not proposing new fencing at this time. If fencing is to be
installed in the future, it must meet the requirements of YCC 19.10.040(9). According to YCC
19.10.040(9), the maximum fence height in the front yard setback area is 4’ and behind the
front setback is 6. '

j. Exterior Lighting: (YCC 19.10.040(10)) “Exterior lighting is regulated to minimize light
pollution to neighboring properties and encourage true-color, full-spectrum light rendition in
projects. Exterior lighting for all uses and signs shall be directed downward and otherwise
arranged, fully shaded, screened, shielded, and of a design that results in the light being
directed onto the site and of an intensity or brightness that does not reflect or cause glare or
light intrusion into any adjacent or nearby residential use or interfere with the safe operation
of motor vehicles.” Figures 19.10.040-3 and -4 of the Yakima County Code contain examples
of exterior lighting sources and fixtures.

Staff Finding: According to the application, outdoor lighting is proposed for the parking lot
and around the building. The applicants shall ensure that all exterior lighting installed meets
the requirements as outlined above and in YCC 19.10.040(10).

k. Floodplain Development: (YCC 19.10.040(11)) “A pre-application meeting and a Flood
Hazard Permit application is required for all new development in floodplains in order to
minimize and mitigate potential adverse impacts to property and infrastructure while reducing
risks to public health and safety. Yakima County will utilize existing flood hazard data and
mapping to assist applicants with the layout and design of their proposal. If the potential
adverse impacts cannot be mitigated through the Fiood Hazard Permit under YCC 16A.03,
16C.05 and 16D.05, a critical areas and shoreline permit will be required under Yakima
County Critical Areas and Shoreline codes.”
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Staff Finding: Based on the Yakima County Critical Areas maps, the subject property is not
located within a floodplain. As such, a pre-application meeting was not required for this
proposal.

1. Stormwater Requirements: (YCC 19.10.040(12)) Stormwater quality and quantity concerns
for project permits can be addressed through YCC Chapter 12.10, the State Environmental
Policy Act environmental review process, or through the requirements of the Washington |
Department of Ecology. This is to ensure public and private development projects comply
with National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit requirements under ‘
the Federal Clean Water Act (CWA) where applicable. |

Staff Finding: The Yakima County Water Resources Division originally provided the |
following comments regarding surface water runoff:

“Site is on the Yakima Nation. EPA may need to gef involved with stormwater mitigation.

If site disturbs one acre or more, a stormwater site plan will need to be submitted and
approved before construction can begin.

Stormwater must be retained on site and upland drainage, if any, must be conveyed through
the property in accordance with criteria found at YCC 12.10.130. A Washington State
Department of Ecology Construction Stormwater Permit may be required.

A U. S Environmental Protection Agency Construction Stormwater Permit may be
required. For more information contact Margaret McCauley,
mceauley.margaret@epa.gov, (206) 553-1772. Please include appropriate EPA contact fo
the distribution list for all notices regarding this project.

Natural Resources Conservation Service soils data, as depicted by the Yakima County GIS
Department, indicate the parcel has shallow depth to groundwater, shallow depth to
hardpan, and/or poorly draining soils that may make compliance with requirements to
retain runoff on site difficult or limiting, depending on the amount and type of current and
future site development and available engineering solutions.”

The applicants will be required to retain all surface water runoff on-site and comply with the
requirements of YCC 12.10.130. Any natural drainageways must not be altered or impeded.
If site disturbance is one acre or more, a stormwater site plan shall be submitted and approved
by the Water Resources Division prior to construction. For questions regarding stormwater
information, contact the Water Resources Division at (509)574-2300.

Sitescreening:
8. Sitescreening and landscaping consistent with the requirements of Chapter 19.21 shall be provided

for any proposed new use, which includes modifications to existing uses being reviewed under
this title.

Staff finding: According to YCC 19.21.030(2)(b), sitescreening shall be provided inside the
property lines that abut a public road. As the parcel is within the R-1 zoning district, a minimum
six-foot wide planting area of Standard A Open Area Landscaping is required along the frontages
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of Campbell Road and West Wapato Road. If a fence is provided, landscaping must be placed on
the exterior (street side) of the fence. The Standard A: Open Area Landscaping is as follows:

“Standard A plantings are required to meet the legislative intent as stated in Section 19.21.010.
Shrubs and/or groundcover plants, including xeriscape, shall be species that will achieve a
maximum approximate height of three feet. Trees shall be included throughout the planting area
and be spaced no more tharn 30 feet apart on center.”

According to YCC Table 19.21-1, property perimeters in the R-1 zoning district that are not along
a street frontage require a 3’ wide Standard C: Visual Screen. The Standard C: Visual Screen is
as follows:

“Standard C Sitescreening is intended to provide a continuous visual screen between different
uses. Sitescreening Standard C shall at a minimum consist of a six foot high, site obscuring fence
made of wood, masonry block, concrete or vinyl material. Fencing shall be of uniform aesthetic
appearance on both sides. Where required, plantings shall be selected to ensure residential
privacy and screen views such as, but not limited to, area lighting, headlights, traffic, and service
areas. The planting area shall include shrubs that will provide a continuous screen at a minimum
height of six feet within three years of planting. Trees, if used as an alternative site screen, should
provide continuous canopy and shall be spaced at intervals resulting in touching of branches after
ten years of normal growth.”

All required sitescreening must be located on the perimeter of a parcel upon which the
development occurs and extend from lot line to lot line. However, as the proposed development
will occupy only a portiorn of a large parcel, sitescreening may be located along the perimeter of
the development project area (YCC 19.21.030(2)(k)(i)(A)). According to YCC 19.21.030(2)(k)(i),
sitescreening must “be located within the property boundaries of the site and not on any portion
of a public or private street, dedicated right-of-way, access easement or vision clearance triangle,
except as provided in Section 19.10.040(7)”.

According to YCC 19.21.030(2)(d), all other developed portions of the project area not covered
by structures, hard surfaces, or other prescribed plantings shall be planted in Standard A open
area landscaping; provided the total maximum required sitescreening and landscaping is 15% of
the development project area. All required landscaping must be integrated with sitescreening as
appropriate and it must be dispersed strategically throughout the site, including within tree wells,
along the foundations of buildings, and along the perimeter of the site (YCC 19.21.030(2)(k)(ii)).

A sitescreening and landscaping plan shall be submitted depicting the location, height, size, and
type of all plantings and fences required by YCC 19.21. All sitescreening and landscaping shall
be installed prior to occupancy or commencement of use (YCC 19.21.020(4)).

Parking and Loading:

9.

According to YCC 19.22.020, no off-street parking or loading spaces shall be placed, constructed,
located, relocated or modified after adoption of this Title without first receiving a development
permit from the Reviewing Official. All off-street parking and vehicle storage shall be in
conformance with YCC 19.22. Parking standards applicable to this proposal are as follows:

a. Timing: (YCC 19.22.030) “All parking and loading required by this Title shall be installed
prior to occupancy or commencement of use. Where compliance with this requirement is not

possible, the Reviewing Official may grant an appropriate delay under YCC Section
16B.07.050(2).”

Staff Finding: Parking will be required to be in place prior to the issuance of a Certificate of
Occupancy.

b. Calculation of Parking Standards: (YCC 19.22.050) A site plan for every new or enlarged
off-street parking lot or motor vehicle sales area shall be approved by the Reviewing Official
prior to construction. The site plan shall show the proposed development, locations, size,
shape and design of the parking spaces, parking circulation plan, curb cuts, lighting,
landscaping, irrigation and other features of the proposed parking lot. The site plan shall be
filed under Chapter 19.30. Table 19.22-2 requires churches or places of worship to provide 1
parking space per 4 seats or 8 feet of bench length in the main auditorium. All parking areas
shall comply with applicable local, state and federal standards regarding accessible parking
for disabled persons. ‘

Staff Finding: According to the application, there will be 426 seats between the sanctuary
and the stage. Table 19.22-2 would then require 107 spaces based on the number of seats.
The applicants are proposing to install 136 parking spaces, which meets the requirements of
this standard. Seven of the parking spaces will be ADA parking stalls.

¢. Location and Design of Parking and Loading Facilities: (YCC 19.22.060) Off-street
parking facilities shall not be located over 300 feet from the buildings they are required to
serve, unless they are part of an approved Master Plan or Campus Plan. Off-street parking
facilities shall be designed under Table 19.22-3.

Staff Finding: The parking facilities shall not be located over 300° from the church building.

d. Construction and Maintenance: (YCC 19.22.070) All off-street parking lots, driveways,
travel ways, parking aisles, vehicle storage and vehicle sales lots having a capacity of three or
more vehicles, shall be constructed in the following manner:

i. Surfacing: (YCC 19.22.070(1)) All parking and loading spaces and related access drives,
maneuvering, and vehicle storage areas shall be built to standards approved by the
Review Official as follows:

A, Urban Standards: Parking facilities within Urban Growth Areas, Rural Settlements,
Highway/Tourist Commercial, and Rural Transitional Areas shall be paved with two
inch thick asphaltic surfacing on an aggregate base, or an equivalent surfacing
acceptable to the Reviewing Official, to eliminate dust and/or mud.

ii. Grading and Drainage: (YCC 19.22.070(2)) Parking areas shall be graded and drained so
all surface water is disposed of on-site. Grading and drainage facilities shall be designed
according to accepted engineering standards, YCC Title 12.10 and the Stormwater
Management Manual for Eastern Washington, which will require review by the Public
Services Director or Designee.

A. The front of a parking space with a curb that is improved with groundcover landscape
material, instead of asphalt or concrete pavement; may be counted toward landscape
Or open space area requirements.

B. The perimeter of a parking or loading area and access and maneuvering drives
associated with them shall be improved with a curb, rail or equivalent so vehicles do
not extend over a property line, sidewalk or public or private street.

Markings: (YCC 19.22.070(4)) All paved parking spaces (except motor vehicle sales
areas) shall be marked by durable painted lines at least four inches wide and extending
the length of the stall or by curbs or other means approved by the Reviewing Official to
indicate individual parking stalls. Signs or markers located on the parking lot surface
shall be used as necessary to ensure safe and efficient use of the parking lot. All
accessible parking spaces shall be marked and signed in compliance with the currently
adopted International Building Code.

Lighting: (YCC 19.22.070(5)) Lighting shall be provided to illuminate any off-street
parking or loading space used at night. When provided, lighting shall be directed to
reflect away from adjacent and abutting properties and comply with Subsection
19.10.040(10). Parking lots adjacent to residential districts or uses shall be designed with
down-shielding and luminaries creating no lighting pollution upon those properties. A
Photometric Lighting Plan may be required if the parking lot is located adjacent or
abutting residential properties.

Landscaping of Parking Areas: (YCC 19.22.070(6)) Parking facilities must be
landscaped under the standards listed in Chapter 19.21. According to YCC
19.21.030(2)(e), parking lots within Urban Growth Areas must be landscaped a minimum
of 10% of the total area used for parking spaces and maneuvering to and from those
spaces. A standard of one shade tree must be planted for every 14 parking stalls. These
shade trees must be provided in-between parking stalls such that no more than 14
continuous single-row parking spaces or 28 continuous double-row parking spaces exist
in the parking lot. The landscaping must be located within the parking area, such as
between parking spaces or in islands, or around the perimeter of the parking lot.
Landscaping shall consist of combinations of trees, shrubs, and groundcover with
consideration to eventual size and spread, susceptibility to disease and pests, durability,
and adaptability to existing soil and climatic conditions. Parking lots are subject to the
perimeter landscaping standards of YCC 19.21.030(2)(b) and YCC 19.21.030(2)(c).
However, for each additional shade trees provided within the parking area that exceeds
the minimum number of shade trees required, the required number of perimeter trees
shall be reduced by 1.5 trees, rounded down to the next whole number.

Maintenance: (YCC 19.22.070(7)) The owner or lessee of a required parking area shall
maintain the paved surface, drainage facilities, landscaping and irrigation facilities in
conformance with the standards of this Chapter and the approved site plan.

Staff Finding: The applicant is required to build the parking lot, driveway, and travel way to
the standards outlined in YCC 19.22.070 as a condition of this decision.
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e. Access and Circulation Standards: (YCC 19.22.080) Access and circulation required for a
proposed use or development shall be improved to the standards in this Section before the
County issues an occupancy permit or final inspection for the use or development in question.
Access and circulation drives shall comply with the applicable locational standards of Chapter
19.23, and shall be wide enough to safely accommodate the traffic that will use it consistent
with standards approved by the County Engineer (YCC 19.22.080(2)(c)). Each parking and
loading space shall have access from a street by means of such a drive.

Staff Finding: The applicants shall comply with the access and circulation requirements as
outlined YCC 19.22.080.

Sewer and Water:

10. According to YCC Table 19.25-1, new structures in Urban Growth Areas have four option for
domestic water in order of priority: an area-wide public water system, an existing public water
system, a new public water system, or an individual well. According to YCC Table 19.25-2, new
structures connection to a regional sewer system or a community on-site sewage disposal system.

Staff Finding: Based on comments received from the Yakima Health District, there are no Group
A water systems available to the proposed development. According to the application, a Group A
individual well is proposed for the project. The Reviewing Official has determined that this will
satisfy the domestic water requirement of YCC 19.25.

YCC 19.25.040(2)(b)(i) requires the new Group A water system to be dedicated to a state-
approved satellite management agency (SMA) as set forth under YCC 19.25.060. The Group A
system shall include the well, reservoir and treatment system, meter, distribution system and the
land on which they are located or upon land controlled by the SMA shall have control.”

The Yakima Health District also commented that there are no existing community sewer systems
available. Based on available maps, a regional sewer system also does not appear to be available
to the development. As such, the applicants will be required to establish a community septic system
in accordance with Yakima Health District regulations.

The applicants shall provide documentation from the Yakima Health District showing that the
water and septic system have been approved. Additionally, due to the use of alternative water and
septic systems for the proposal, YCC 19.25.045(3) requires a covenant to be recorded that
commits the current and future property owners to connect to a “regional sewer system and an
area-wide public water system, if both are not provided, within 12 months of the system being
located adjacent to the subject property. The covenant . . . shall also contain a provision that
commits the current and future property owner(s) to participate in a future local improvement
district if this is the method used to extend sewer or water”.

DECISION
Based upon the above findings, the Yakima County Administrative Official hereby Conditionally
Approves the application of Adrian Sanchez, Juan Baez, and Mary Mayorga, on behalf of Templo

Cristiano de las Asembleas de Dios, for a worship center, subject to the conditions listed above.
